Cambodia Earth Block Making Machine

Pastor Mony Mok is leading over 200 Churches in his
nation. He has a great need for Church buildings, ade-
guate homes and other structures. In March Joe visited
the Victor and Associates in San Antonio Texas.  They
are manufactures of a machine that produces 4 in. by 14 in.
building blocks from the soil.  Nothing is added to the soil
except pressure. The soil must contain some clay and of
course some moisture. Most of the soil in the world quali-
fies for this building process. The blocks have a 500 year
life. The machine produces about 3000 blocks per day and
needs no curing time. The price including training the
workersand shipping is about $35,000. When you consider it cost about $10,000 to build a sim-
ple Church building in Cambodia , this machine is a bargain.
We can build hundreds of structures for various uses.  Addi-
tionaly, it can provide a micro enterprise for the ministry to
raise money to pay for Pastor's salaries. Many have no in-
come.

Our plan is to raise the funds and have the machine shipped
in early 2007. We will take a team to Cambodia to help the

Cambodian Churches build their first building. We will aso have a Pastors conference and con-
duct rice distributions in several areas. We hope several of you will join us in Cambodia for the
revolutionary project which will not only change their physical lives but change their spiritual
lives forever. It just might change your life too.
